1. American Academy in Berlin 

Berlin Prize Fellowships (Semester-Long Residential) 

A center for advanced study in the humanities, public policy, social sciences, and the arts. About 
twenty-six Berlin Prize Fellowships are conferred each year by an independent selection 
committee. 

Round-trip airfare to Berlin, Housing at the Hans Arnhold Center, Partial board, and stipend of 
$5,000 / month.

ACLS/New York Public Library Fellowships (Academic Year Residential) 

ACLS may award residential fellowships in conjunction with The New York Public Library’s 
Dorothy and Lewis B. Cullman Center for Scholars and Writers, because this is a joint fellowship, 
applicants for ACLS/NYPL residential fellowships must also apply to the Dorothy and Lewis B. 
Cullman Center for Scholars and Writers at the NYPL. The Center provides opportunities for up 
to 15 fellows to explore collections in the NYPL's Stephen A. Schwarzman Building. 

The stipend for ACLS/NYPL fellowships will be $70,000, regardless of the applicant’s faculty rank 
or rank equivalency.

ACLS Project Development Grants support projects from faculty at teaching-intensive 
institutions. Applicants from these institutions who are not selected for fellowships, but present 
particularly promising proposals may be awarded a grant of $5,000 to help advance their 
projects.

Guggenheim Fellowships (Non-Residential Grant) 

For advanced professionals in all fields (natural sciences, social sciences, humanities, creative 
arts), except the performing arts, to further the development of scholars and artists by assisting 
them to engage in research in any field of knowledge and creation in any of the arts. The 
Foundation receives approximately 3,000 applications each year and approximately 175 
Fellowships are awarded each year.

The Bellagio Residency program offers scholars, artists, thought leaders, policymakers and 
practitioners a serene setting conducive to focused, goal-oriented work and establish new 
connections with fellow residents, across a stimulating array of disciplines and geographies. Of 
particular interest are innovative projects that address one or more of the Rockefeller 
Foundation’s five interconnected issue areas: basic survival safeguards, global health, climate 
and environment, urbanization, social and economic security.

Supports the development of a new course that will foster intellectual community through the 
study of an enduring question, questions to which no discipline, field, or profession can lay an 
exclusive claim. The course is to be developed by one or more (up to four) faculty members, but 
not team taught. 

Up to $25,000 for 18 to 36 months

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22. The National Humanities Center   

National Humanities Center Fellowships (Long-Term Residential Fellowship) 

Offers up to 40 residential fellowships for advanced study in the humanities for September 
through May. In addition to scholars from all fields of the humanities, the Center accepts 
individuals from the natural and social sciences, the arts, the professions, and public life who 
are engaged in humanistic projects. The Center seeks to provide at least half salary and covers 
travel expenses for Fellows and dependents. 

Individually determined. The Center seeks to provide half salary up to $65,000 with the 
expectation that a Fellow’s home institution will cover the remaining salary. Housing and travel 
expenses to and from North Carolina are covered.

23. American Academy in Rome  

American Academy in Rome Prize (Short or Long-Term Residential Fellowships) 

Support innovative and cross-disciplinary work in the arts and humanities. Each year, the prize 
is awarded to about thirty artists and scholars who represent the highest standard of excellence 
and who are in the early or middle stages of their careers.  

Housing and meals provided. Half-term and full-term fellowships receive stipends of $16,000 
and $28,000, respectively. Winners of the Two-Year fellowships receive $28,000 annually.

24. German Academic Exchange Service (DAAD) 

Faculty Research Stay Grant 

DAAD offers grants for one to three months in all academic disciplines to scholars to pursue 
research at universities, libraries, archives, institutes or laboratories in Germany.  The aim of 
this particular program is to support short-term research stays and thus promote the exchange 
of experience and networking amongst colleagues. Grants are awarded for specific research 
projects and cannot be used for travel only.

EUR 2,000 a month for lecturers and assistant professors and EUR 2,150 a month for associate 
professors and full professors.
