The following document summarizes the opinions of likely voters in Missouri on issues related to guns and
safety, including school safety. These results are from SLU/YouGov Polls conducted from June 2020 to February
2024. This document also includes national polling on guns and safety conducted by YouGov independent of
Saint Louis University. The SLU/YouGov Poll is a biannual survey of likely Missouri voters aiming to inform
policymakers, citizens, and researchers of Missourians’ opinions on important issues facing the state.
